     •  Unroll the Reflectix® Concrete Slab Insulation product over the base material prior to pouring the 
          concrete.
     •  Butt the seams of the product and seal with 3” wide poly tape. Note: Utilize a flat edge taping tool to 
          assure good adhesion on all tape.
     •  Pour slab per code specifications.

• ALWAYS use eye protection when operating a staple gun.
• ALWAYS use caution and common sense when using a staple gun. Be aware of where electrical wiring is located. Stapling into a wire can cause 
    severe shock or death. NEVER staple into electrical wiring.
• ALWAYS be careful when working with large pieces of Reflectix® on windy days.
• When installing Reflectix® on bright sunny days, it is best to wear sun glasses.
• Do not work in areas such as attics when temperatures are too hot.
